“El desempleo, los impuestos y la edad animan a miles de europeos a abandonar el pais”

En los soleados cafés de Calpe, en Alicante, hay una preocupacién que se cuela con insistencia
en las conversaciones de los jubilados britanicos de pelo blanco y piel tostada: el fisco espafiol.
La desconfianza que ha generado la obligatoriedad de declarar los bienes en el extranjero es solo
uno de los motivos que ha llevado a cientos de miles de ancianos europeos a evaporarse de las
estadisticas oficiales y a buena parte de ellos a decir adiés para siempre a su vida en Espaiia. La
falta de oportunidades para los jovenes comunitarios, la carestia de la vida y la ingenieria
estadistica del padrén explican una caida que ha sembrado de preocupacion los ayuntamientos
costeros. Apenas la compra de viviendas, ahora a precio de ganga, atrae a algunos europeos que

nadan a contracorriente de la marea de expatriados que se van.

Las cifras del padrdn provisional que publica el Instituto Nacional de Estadistica (INE) indican que
del mas de medio millén de extranjeros que se borré del padrén espafiol el ultimo afio, la mayoria
eran ciudadanos comunitarios. Excluyendo a rumanos y bulgaros, 219.225 desaparecieron del
padrén a lo largo de 2013. Nuevas cifras de poblacion publicadas esta semana por el INE rebajan
las salidas a decenas de miles y atribuyen el pronunciado bajén a la llamada limpieza del padrén

por la que se procedio a borrar a los que no habian dado sefiales de vida en dos afios.

La tercera poblacién extranjera en Espafia, después de rumanos y marroquies, son los britanicos.
En total, hay 297.299 inscritos. Experimentaron, segun el padron oficial del INE, una bajada del
22,8% respecto al afio pasado. La poblacidn alemana habria experimentado una reduccién del
23,6% vy la francesa el 12,7%.

“Nos preocupa mucho esa ley”, confiesa Vilma Archer, una britanica de 72 afios que ha visto como
su grupo de tejedoras de punto radicado en la Costa Blanca ha mermado con el paso de los afios.
“Esa ley” es el modelo 720, el que obliga desde el afio pasado a una declaracidn informativa sobre
bienes y derechos en el extranjero y con el que el Gobierno espafiol pretende dar caza a los
evasores fiscales. “Trajimos nuestro dinero y nuestras pensiones y el Gobierno espafiol no tiene

porqué inmiscuirse”, especula Archer en la cafeteria de un elegante hotel de la costa alicantina.

The municipal register provisional figures released by the National Statistics Institute \(INE) %how
that (out) of the more than half-a-million foreigners who left the local register over the last year,
most were EU citizens. Not counting Romanians and Bulgarians/Romanians and Bulgarians
apart/Other than Romanians and Bulgarians, 219,225 EU citizens disappeared from the local
database in 2013. New population figures published/released this week by the INE show that only
afew tens/dozens of thousands of people have actually left the country. The dramatic/acute drop
in municipal population records is a result of a so-called clean-up effort that has deleted

individuals who had given no signs of life/had been out of the scene in the previous two years.

Britons make up the third-largest foreign community in Spain, after Romanians and Moroccans.

In total/all together, there are ‘297,299 bn the local population registers, representing a 22.8%

drop from a year earlier. The German community fell a 23.6% and the French a 12.7%.

“We are very/sick worried // very much concerned about that law,” confesses Vilma Archer, a \72-
